Woodland Inventory Report
Mary and John Cullom Property
Highway 84 Area
Overton County, Tennessee

This report was prepared to determine the present estimated sawtimber board foot volume
on a tract of land located in Overton County, Tennessee. The field work was completed
February 10, 2018.

A series of systematically spaced plots were sampled throughout the tract and all sound
merchantable hardwood trees 16 inches D.B.H. and larger and cedar trees 16 inches D.B.H. and
larger were measured and tallied. Board foot volume was computed using the Doyle Log Rule
(Form Class 80). The following table list the present estimated board foot volume by species.
